Play Group:

Minimum age of the child should be three plus. General and Oral test about the knowledge of alphabets,
coloursetc.

LK.G.&U.K.G.
For Kindergarten - Admission will be given at the age of 4+. Test will be taken about the complete
knowledge of different meanings, spelling, heading and writing.

Class 1" to 12"
Admission will be given only after taking test in English, Hindi and Maths and others.

ADMISSION RULES

1. Prospectus and Registration Forms for admission from Play Group to Class XII, are available from
the School Office from the 1st week of December of the current year.

2. Theseformsdulyfilled, along with, Date of Birth Certificate, Photocopy of last Report Card (when
required), must be returned to the College Office, within the stipulated period.

3. Admission will depend entirely on the Principal, who may accept or reject any admission form
without assigning any reason.

4.  Candidates selected for admission will submit the admission fee and transfer certificate in original.

5. Alladmissions should be made by Parents/Guardians who will be responsible for timely payment
of fees.

6.  Admission Feesand Monthly Fees are subject to change every year.

7. Allcorrespondence must be addressed to school office.

RULES OF THE MONTHLY FEE

1.  Feesshould be paid in CASH at the SCHOOL OFFICE ONLY, from 1st to 15th of each month,
failing which a fine of Rs. 50/- will be charged per month per installment from 16th to 28th. No
cheques will be accepted.

2. Parents may deposit the fees in advance if they wish.

3. If the student fails to pay the fees in the THREE CONSECUTIVE MONTHS, the child's name

shall be struck off the School Rolls. Hence Parents/Guardians, who are facing a personal financial

crisis, should place an application before the Principal, prior to this taking place.

The students will be readmitted on a payment of ~ 100/- as re-admission fee.

No studentwill be allowed to appear in the examination if the total dues are not cleared.

Parents/ Guardians are responsible to deposit the exact amount of fees.

Parents/Guardians wishing to withdraw their children, must give an application, one month in
advance, along with Rs. 200/-, else one month's tuition fee plus Rs.200/- will be charged in lieu of
notice.

8.  Fee,once paid, cannot be refunded in any case.

EXAMINATION

1. Promotion to the next class, depends on performance in assessments and examinations held during
the course of the whole year and not on the performance in the final examination only.

2. K.G.toClass XIlwill be assessed in Aug./Nov./Feb. Nursery will be assessed in Nov./Feb.

3. Astudent missing an examination, cannot appear for itat a later date.

4. Answer scripts will be shown to students only on a fixed date.

5. Answer scripts will not be shown to Parents (VI to VIII). However a parent may give an
application for the rechecking of a script, to the Principal, on the payment of Rs. 100/- per script.

6. ReportCardswill not beissued if feesare inarrears.

7. Students who fail in the same class for 2 years will not be allowed to continue in the school.

8.  Absence due toillness, must be supported by an application and a Medical Certificate from a
registered medical practitioner.

9. 85% attendance ismandatory for promotion to the next class.

10. Thedecision made by the Principal, in consultation with the concerned teachers is final.
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GENERAL RULES

Students, arriving late, will be allowed to attend the school only after permission of the Principal.
Guardians are not allowed to enter any class room.

Itis compulsory for students to participate in the school functions and cultural activities.
Minimum 85% attendance is required for appearing in the examination as per order of
Government.

Parents are requested to send their children to school in time and in perfect prescribed uniform.
Remark made in student’s diary must be countersigned and acknowledged regularly by the
parents.

Parents/Guardians are not allowed to meet teachers during class hour without prior permission of
the Principal.

For the information or complaint contact the office, not the teachers. School management has
rightto change any rule atany time.

Parents/Guardians are requested to give suggestions or complaints in student’s diary in written.
Parents Meeting: After monthly test/Quarterly/Half yearly exams. Information of meeting
willbe given by the school. Arrival of Parents is compulsory.

Parents/Guardians are not allowed to see students or interview teachers without prior permission
of the Principal, during working hours.

Parents/Guardians may meet the teachers on every working day after school hours, except
Saturdays and holidays.

Parents/Guardians are responsible to see that their children reach school on time and make
arrangements for them to go home immediately after school hours. The Management will not be
responsible for any student after working hours.

Parents should attend the school office when sent for by the Principal.

Students suffering from or coming in contact with any infectious disease must submit a
certificate from a competent authority, that they can attend classes without the risk of
transmitting the infection.

Pupils may be required to take part in various extra-curricular and co-curricular activities. When
required to do so, participation will be deemed compulsory by the School authorities.

Bringing of cell phones to school is strictly prohibited.

Students who bring money and wear jewellery to school do so at their own risk.

No child under eighteen will be allowed to come to school on Motorcycle/Scooty as
prohibited by law. Helmetsare compulsory.

Chewing of tobacco is strictly prohibited.

Students are not allowed to apply Henna or any form of makeup during school.
